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Recycling Batteries Made Easy at WDS 
People are using more and more household batteries. A battery is an electrochemical device with the 
ability to convert chemical energy to electrical energy to provide power to electronic devices. Batteries 
contain heavy metals such as mercury, lead, cadmium, and nickel, which can contaminate the  
environment when batteries are improperly disposed of. When incinerated, certain metals might be  
released into the air or can concentrate in the ash produced by the combustion process. Batteries  
produce the following potential problems or hazards: 
 
In landfills, heavy metals have the potential to leach slowly into soil,  
groundwater or surface water. Dry cell batteries contribute about 88 percent of 
the total mercury and 50 percent of the cadmium in the municipal solid waste 
stream. In the past, batteries accounted for nearly half of the mercury used in 
the United States and over half of the mercury and cadmium in the municipal 
solid waste stream. When burned, some heavy metals such as mercury may 
vaporize and escape into the air, and cadmium and lead may end up in the ash.  
 
Recycling of non rechargeable batteries is becoming more commonplace, but it 
can still be a challenge to find a local drop-off location.  Every U.S. Best Buy 
store has free kiosks, just inside the door, for you to drop off batteries.  To  
continue our recycling efforts, WDS has set up a container to collect batteries to 
be taken to a recycling center.  Please consider the environment before throwing away old batteries.
